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Step 1 Get away from “tradition”

Supporting diverse end user scenarios has been difficult and expensive in the
past because the desktop computing model has traditionally been one where
the operating system, applications, and user data are bonded to a single
computer. In this model, changes to any part of the computing stack require
extensive testing to ensure compatibility with other parts of the stack. For
example, application upgrades could require several weeks of testing to ensure
full compatibility with the operating system and other installed applications.
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Step 2 Introduce the new model

The Windows Optimized Desktop represents an entirely new and different
way of thinking about the computing stack. Rather than binding the parts of
the stack to a specific hardware device, the Microsoft Optimized Desktop
